Low Voltage Modular Switch (recessed wall installation)
Available for drapery motors only. The switch conforms to a single gang junction box. Low 
voltage switching connections are made from the switching port of the motor to a modular wall 
RJ-11 jack (phone type) using a modular cable; then inside the wall to the junction box containing 
the switch. The modular cable is nonstandard, and should be supplied by SM Automatic (see page 
13). Low voltage 4 conductor wire run within the wall is typically supplied by the electrician. 
Power to the motor is supplied by a 9 foot power cord. Electrical outlet and wall jack should be 
positioned behind drapery, typically 12” directly below motor.

The S-1DD, a hand held or surface mount version is also available.  Switch is supplied with a 12 
foot, low voltage cable, that plugs into a switching port of the motor.

They are all fully 
compatible with all major control systems, including those manufactured by AMX , Crestron 
Electronics, LiteTouch, Lutron Electronics, Phast, Control4 and Vantage Controls.
